The establishment of a multi-faceted approach will be through
eight main components determined as essential for individuals
with special needs. These eight main components encompass an
array of services available to post-high school adults with special
needs in the Counties of Gloucester and Cumberland.

Services

Goals of the Academy

1. Provide the resources needed to allow individuals with special needs the ability to live full,
productive, and meaningful lives
« Establish a pipeline of resources and referrals across a network of partners outlined in the eight
main components

2. Raise awareness in the community and workplace
« Educate the public and highlight to employers the benefits of hiring individuals with special needs

3. Expand educational opportunities by emphasizing a multi-disciplinary approach to education
+ Support untapped student talent through focused training programs, academic accommodations,
assistive technologies, and flexible scheduling arrangements
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tudents with special needs, ages 3-21 identified as eligible for special services, qualify for various

entitlements while attending public school. These entitlements may include the right to a free
and appropriate public education, an Individualized Education Program (IEP), transportation, and/
or other support services such as occupational therapy, speech therapy, behavioral interventions,
or sign language interpreting services. Additionally, as early as age 14, the New Jersey
Administrative Code 6A:14 requires the development of an exit transition strategy for individuals
with special needs as they enter high school. Vocational experience and/or post-secondary
introductory experiences must be planned and documented in the high school exit IEP.

Once a student formally exits high school, legal entitlements cease and arrangements for programs,
services, and other activities become the sole responsibility of the individual, family members,

or legal guardians. Seeking the appropriate services for individuals with special needs can be a
daunting and complex process. The RCSJ Academy for Neurodiversity (Academy) has been estab-
lished as a centralized service provider to guide, advocate, and locate resources for the residents

of Gloucester and Cumberland counties with special needs, post-high school through adulthood.
The Academy is strategically designed to create a venue for service delivery encompassing:

« education and workforce training + transportation

+ employment services + housing and sustenance
+ medical services + athletics and recreation
- mental health and behavioral services + legal advocacy services

RCS]J’s mission is grounded in student success, accessibility, and as an affordable learning institu-
tion dedicated to enhancing its community’s economic development and quality of life by striving
for academic excellence in offering innovative programs and services to a diverse community of
learners in a safe and caring environment. With this mission, and under the leadership of RCS]J,
the Academy will assist, facilitate, and maximize the abilities of students with special needs
through strength-based strategies highlighting their capabilities instead of differences.

*
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A vital component located within the Academy is the Adult Center for Transition (ACT) which

will continue to serve the constituents of Gloucester and Cumberland counties providing life-
enhancing approaches tailored to the learning and behavior requirements of individuals with
special needs. Within the ACT Program, students will have the opportunity to participate in a
focused program to gain the education and skills needed for a career pathway with options for
appropriate work-based learning experiences, job shadowing, internships, pre-apprenticeships,
and apprenticeship programs. Additionally, in association with RCSJ and the College’s flagship part-
ner, Rowan University, other opportunities to transfer into college credit classes can be explored.

Beyond education, employment and workforce training is another essential aspect of the Academy.
Unemployment for adults with special needs remains a genuine reality despite their capability,
skillfulness, and eagerness to work. Many face interpersonal challenges making it difficult to se-
cure interviews leading to employment. For individuals with special needs, these types of personal
autonomy barriers can lead to isolation, financial insecurity, and social and economic dependency
on family, government, and community-based organizations. Fortunately, due to continued special
needs advocacy, employers are beginning to recognize the unique skill set diverse individuals bring
in terms of enhanced productivity and innovation. Training programs in support of social skills,
self-awareness, mindfulness, and other services are being offered to augment existing skills and
facilitate securing employment to benefit individuals with special needs, and employers, as well.
The Academy is uniquely positioned to serve individuals with special needs aiding and identifying
employment and workforce training resources specifically suited to the needs of the individual.

The RCSJ Academy for Neurodiversity is intentionally designed to provide Gloucester and
Cumberland counties with a strategic system of support services for individuals with special
needs. At the heart of the Academy is the belief that through awareness, access to appropriate
resources, as well as educational and/or vocational opportunities, individuals with special
needs will come to enjoy the same range of experiences as any member of society.

Education and Workforce Training

ACT Bridge Program for High Schools

Gloucester County high school districts identified the need for a college-based program to support
transition services for eligible students ages 16-21, who have met the required course credits to
graduate. As a result, the following programs (and others soon to be added, including partners in
Cumberland County) will be offered as transitional bridge programs on the campus of RCS].

Gloucester County High School Bridge Program students will have the opportunity to engage
in age-appropriate experiences on the College campus while enhancing their academics,
employment preparedness, independent living skills, and social skills. Students who meet the
requirements of the ACT Bridge Program will be involved in inclusive campus experiences,
person-centered planning, academic enrichment, and peer support that builds self-confidence
and self-determination skills. Opportunities will be available on either the RCS] main campus or
through the RCSJ ACT Program.

Schools for Neurodiversity at Gloucester County Special Services School District (GCSSSD) &
Vineland High School Bridge Program is a yearlong, partial-day program whereby students
graduating from GCSSSD and Vineland High career training programs will be provided space
within the ACT Program in order to engage in age-appropriate experiences on the College campus
and strengthen the connection between their high school and post-secondary education and
training experiences. RCSJ ACT will collaborate with GCSSSD and Vineland High on the design
and implementation of the programs. Vineland High students will engage in experiences unique
to our RCSJ Cumberland campus ACT program and prepare for their post-secondary education.
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ACT Workforce Readiness — Career
Pathway Industry Certificate Programs

The ACT Workforce Readiness Program supports
the unique challenges of individuals with special
needs with the appropriate support systems and
training program models based on best practices.
This will enable participants to pursue a pathway
toward additional post-secondary education or to
earn an industry-recognized credential in prepa-
ration for employment opportunities.

Career pathway industry certificate programs
offered in collaboration with RCSJ Career and
Technical Education Division (CTE) will prepare
students with industry-recognized certificates in
the following sectors: advanced manufacturing, healthcare, transportation, logistics and
distribution, and hospitality, retail, and tourism. The training programs will be made available
on a flexible schedule matrix and participants will be eligible for dual enrollment in both the
ACT Program and the ACT Workforce Readiness program.

The ACT Workforce Readiness program will:
« Integrate relevant work-based learning experiences using best instructional practices

« Identify and provide training programs in alignment with the Division of
Developmental Disabilities (DDD) and the Division of Vocational Rehabilitation
Services (DVRS) approved training courses, as appropriate

+ Align with industry-recognized certifications and regional workforce needs

ACT Fundamentals of College — RCSJ & CTE College Credit Degree/Certificate Program

The ACT Fundamentals of College program shares similarities to the ACT Workforce Readiness
program; however, this program collaborates with RCSJ and CTE to administer a programmatic
model designed for individuals with special needs to advance on a pathway to earn college credits
toward a degree or certificate credential. Additionally, Rowan University will have the capability
to support this pathway as a four-year institution.

The ACT Fundamentals of College program will:

+ Use the latest research for best instructional practices to align and prepare individuals with
special needs to successfully navigate college credit credential courses

« Develop a pipeline to two- and four-year education institutions to provide individuals with
special needs the opportunity to complete their degree program of study

« Ensure career counseling and academic advising services are available

RCSJ Department of Special Services

The College’s Department of Special Services advocates and facilitates learning experiences that
value people with diverse abilities and is committed to the inclusion of all students. The Depart-
ment of Special Services is the designated area where eligibility for reasonable academic accom-
modations is determined. The mission of the Department of Special Services is to ensure equita-
ble academic opportunities to eligible RCSJ students, and to support an accessible learning and
user-friendly campus to promote academic success.

The Department of Special Services staff are dedicated to assisting students who experience a va-
riety of challenges. The Department of Special Services ensures RCSJ students with a documented
disability receive reasonable and appropriate academic accommodations in accordance with Sec-
tion 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 and Title II of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA)
of 1990, which prohibit discrimination on the basis of disability.

Rowan University Center for Neurodiversity

The Center for Neurodiversity is a cultural center within Rowan University’s Division of Diversity,
Equity and Inclusion (DEI). The Center for Neurodiversity situates neurodiversity in DEI initiatives
recognizing that all aspects of human diversity are natural and valuable (dis/ability, race,
ethnicity, gender identity, sexuality, etc). The Center for Neurodiversity provides programming,
research and community engagement that value and prioritize neurodiversity culture.

Abilities Solutions

Abilities Solutions provides the following opportunities for individuals with disabilities or
behavioral complications that limit their ability to participate in competitive employment:

+ Training that aligns with industry standard certifications to meet regional workforce needs
« Integrated relevant work-based learning experiences

+ Referrals to transitional employment when work in a community-based business is not an
option due to the disability or behavioral concern

+ Provides transitional employment, when needed

Additional Education and Workforce Agencies

The Academy will also utilize a broad range of educational and workforce options offered through
other local agencies such as The Arc Gloucester, The ARC Cumberland, Avenues to Independent
Living, Center for Independent Living, Resources for Independent Living,HollyDELL, St. John of
God Community of Services and RCS]J Career and Internship Services.
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Employment Services

The Academy is engaged in partnerships with many organizations that provide employment
services to individuals with disabilities. This section highlights some of the agencies in Gloucester
and Cumberland counties who have been working most closely with the Academy. The Academy
will continue to seek additional productive employment relationships.

RCSJ Career and Internship Services

The Career and Internship Services (CIS) Department of RCS] provides career awareness and
exploration for individuals with special needs to help them reach their full potential. By utilizing
person-centered planning, pre-placement activities, internships, and employment opportunities,
individuals will be able to identify an employment goal, launch a career pathway, and reach their
desired occupation. Career and Internship Services works with students and individuals who
choose CIS as their State of New Jersey Division of Vocational Rehabilitation Services (DVRS) and
State of New Jersey Division of Developmental Disabilities (DDD) approved vendor. This can
include ACT students and RCSJ students with special needs.

ACT Vocational Assessment/Career Exploration

The vocational assessment evaluates an individual’s medical factors, psychological makeup,
educational background, social behaviors, attitudes, and values. The student’s unique needs,
work skills, abilities, and interests are identified during the career exploration. A person-centered
career pathway is developed to prepare the student for successful employment.

ACT On-campus Internship Experiences

This practical work experience introduces students to professional and industry requirements to
assist them to develop and join the workforce. The students will work closely with ACT staff and
others on campus as they are exposed to a variety of work experiences around the College.

Additional ACT Partnerships

ACT has assembled a broad spectrum of partners from across private businesses, as well as

state and local agencies such as Abilities Solutions, The Arc Gloucester, Avenues for Independent
Living, St. John of God Community Services, Resources for Independent Living, Center for
Independent Living, Gloucester County Workforce Development Board, Cumberland County
Workforce Development Board, Gloucester County and Cumberland County Chambers of
Commerce, and many others. Our partners continue to provide the special needs population
with vocational assessment, training, work experience, and employment opportunities.

New Jersey Division of Developmental Disabilities (DDD)

The mission of DDD assures the opportunity for individuals with developmental disabilities to re-
ceive quality services and supports, participate meaningfully in their communities, and exercise
their right to make choices. DDD promotes a person-centered planning process for individuals
with intellectual and/or developmental disabilities to explore their interests, skills, dreams, and
goals, including those related to employment. Employment services are offered by the Depart-
ment of Labor’s Division of Vocational Rehabilitation Services must be accessed before using
DDD-funded employment services. ACT is an approved provider agency for DDD-funded employ-
ment services.

New Jersey Division of Vocational Rehabilitation Services (DVRS)/ACT Partnership

The mission of DVRS is to enable eligible individuals with disabilities to achieve an employment
outcome consistent with their strengths, priorities, needs, abilities, and capabilities. Any individu-
al with a physical, mental, cognitive, or other form of disability who has a substantial impediment

to employment may qualify for services through DVRS. Students enrolled in the ACT program are
encouraged to apply to DVRS (when appropriate) and ACT staff assists with and supports the appli-
cation process. ACT then works in partnership with students’ selected approved DVRS communi-
ty vendors.

Abilities Solutions Job Placement and Retention Services

Pre-placement, placement, and retention services, including long term coaching, are provided
to ensure success in competitive integrated employment environments. Services are designed to
maximize retention rates and are available 24/7.

Abilities Solutions Transitional Employment Program

Transitional employment refers to non-permanent work employment for adults who are not
able or otherwise ready, or do not choose competitive integrated employment. Workforce skills
are developed through classes, job fairs, and various on-the-job experiences. In cases where
individuals are considered competitively unemployable, transitional employment is a method of
continuing to develop vocationally while earning some wages commensurate with skills.

Abilities Solutions Youth Transition

Abilities Solutions provides a variety of full and part-time options for individuals with special
needs ages 16 and over. Individuals may be out of school or still in high school. Options include
paid internships, vocational assessments, job readiness classes, and job placement and coaching
which may include completing high school, advancing to an apprenticeship or technical training,
enlisting in the military, attending college, or acquiring a job.

Avenues to Independent Living Supported Employment (Avenues)

Avenues assists and supports people with varied abilities, helping them find and keep meaningful
employment. Supported employment involves individualized job search and systematic methods
for assuring job retention. Avenues will assist with Self-Directed Services, job search assistance,
resume building, job skills, job coaching and supported employment. Avenues also provides Long
Term Follow Along.
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Centers for Independent Living

The Division of Vocational Rehabilitation Services supports the state’s Centers for
Independent Living. Among other services, these centers offer information, guidance, and
support to people with disabilities who are gearing up for employment-related activities. DVRS
is actively involved with the New Jersey Statewide Independent Living Council.

Resources for Independent Living

Resources for Independent Living provides presentations, individual help with resumes and job
searches, mock interviews, and help with planning for higher education. Many other services for
disabled persons are also available.

St. John of God Community Services Social Security’s Ticket to Work Program

St. John of God Community Services is an Employment Network (EN) and works in agreement
with Social Security to provide employment services, vocational rehabilitation services, and other
types of support beneficiaries with disabilities under the Ticket program.

St. John of God Community Services Benefits Analysis/Work Incentive Counseling

Benefits Analysis/Work Incentive Counseling provides information necessary for making
decisions about employment. It helps an individual seeking employment understand how
earnings may affect disability payments, healthcare, and other publicly funded benefits. St. John
of God Community Services has a certified counselor to assist individuals navigate benefits and
work incentives.

Medical Services

Rowan-Virtua School of Osteopathic Medicine (Rowan-Virtua SOM)

Rowan-Virtua SOM provides quality education and healthcare for the community and is located

in close proximity to the Academy. Rowan-Virtua SOM will offer clinic outpatient services that
encompass chronic complex conditions, intellectual or developmental disabilities, and behavioral
health challenges. Additionally, 3rd and 4th year students at Rowan-Virtua SOM will participate in
experiential learning at the Schools for Neurodiversity at GCSSSD, preparing them for work with
neurodiverse patients.

Rowan Integrated Special Needs (RISN) Center of Rowan University

E ™ The RISN Center is a primary care practice dedicat-
ed to serving the needs of individuals with physical,
intellectual, developmental disabilities, and/or with
a variety of chronic complex health conditions. As
part of the integrated medical home model, behav-
ioral health and care-coordination services are em-
bedded into all levels of practice. Expanded access
to routine medical services, including preventative
healthcare, reproductive health, and personal care
are also offered for clients from birth through adult-
hood. In addition, RISN recognizes the vital role
caregivers play in the success of their loved ones
with disabilities and strives to maintain caregiver
health by offering them primary care services as
well as caregiver support.

Inspira Health

Inspira Health is a leading regional health network delivering a full range of primary, acute,
advanced, and urgent care services including medical health care and treatment options, behav-
ioral health and wellness, rehabilitation, sleep medicine labs, cardiac testing facilities, digestive
health and wound care centers, home care and hospice. Therapeutic services such as audiology,
speech language, physical, and occupational therapies are available.

Inspira’s medical staff and other health care providers work to help each patient achieve the best
possible outcome. Inspira Health’s overarching mission is to improve the lives of those they touch
in the community. Their highly skilled team of professionals are well-trained and

positioned to provide clinical and service excellence.

Inspira Health Autism Diagnostic Center

Inspira will soon open the region’s first Autism Diagnostic Center in Woodbury, addressing
South Jersey’s critical need for autism spectrum diagnostic services. The center will use a multi-
disciplinary approach and serve as a resource to patients and families. It will provide diagnostic
services for children ages 4 and over, as well as adolescents and adults.

ShopRite of Washington Township Pharmacy - Bottino's Family Markets

For a modest fee, the ShopRite Pharmacy will deliver medications and other pharmacy-related
purchases to the future site of the Housing Authority of Gloucester County’s special needs
residential building on the RCS]J campus. The pharmacy service is provided in conjunction with
an online order placed through the Shop From Home department.

Mental Health and Behavioral Services

ACT Social Workers

Credentialed social workers help to manage day-to-day activities and provide support for students
in the ACT program. Social workers will also act as conduits for aligning and referring individuals
to appropriate information and resources.

Behavioral Health Services

The RCSJ Executive Director of Behavioral Services will serve as a liaison to the ACT Program in
unison with the social worker to provide additional behavioral health services, as needed. The
Executive Director will also work with the Rowan-Virtua School of Osteopathic Medicine and
other outside health agencies to ensure individuals have appropriate access to behavioral health
services within the community.

Acenda Integrated Health

Services through Acenda aim to look at the psycho-
logical and social needs of the individual, and to
enhance access to services for all while perfecting
the quality of care received. Acenda staff provide
essential mental health, substance abuse treatment,
wraparound recovery services, telepsychiatry, crisis
services, parenting support, and family-focused ther-
apy to improve the overall well-being of the children,
families, and individuals living in our communities.
Modeled to provide care from birth throughout all
stages of adulthood.
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Rowan University Schools of Psychology and Social Work

Rowan University students enrolled in these programs will participate in experiential learning at
the Schools for Neurodiversity at GCSSSD, preparing them for work with neurodiverse patients.

Inspira Clinic

Inspira offers a range of behavioral health and wellness services to adults, adolescents, children,
and families for a range of concerns and all levels of care. Treatment centers provide quality care
in a variety of environments, including various inpatient, partial hospitalization, and outpatient
therapy programs. Therapeutic services, referrals, and on-site psychiatric services (excluding
legal forensic assessments) are offered at the Inspira Behavioral Wellness Center. Inspira’s expe-
rienced multidisciplinary treatment teams are focused on helping each patient regain control of
their life in a safe, nurturing setting.

Division of Developmental Disabilities (DDD)

DDD will be a resource for quality social services and other support services.

Transportation

NJ Transit

Publicly funded and/or subsidized transit
programs (such as Access Link) are offered
to people with disabilities, senior citizens,
and people living in rural areas without
transportation access.

Cumberland Area Transit System (CATS)

The Cumberland County CATS Program
provides peace of mind by offering a lifeline
to resources with safe and reliable bus
transportation to county residents who are
aged 60 or older; Veterans; persons with
disabilities; and the general public.

Gloucester County Division of
Transportation (DTS)

Under the Department of Human Services,
non-emergency curb to curb services are
provided to senior citizens (60 years and
older), people with disabilities, veterans,
and low-income county residents.

South Jersey Transportation Authority (SJTA)

Transportation routes are available that
increase access opportunities in areas
underserved by transit.

Pureland East-West Community Shuttle

For a modest fee this deviated route serves the
general public connecting Avandale Park and
Ride, Williamstown, Glassboro, Mullica Hill,
Swedesboro, and Pureland Industrial complex.

Uber and Lyft

Both businesses offer alternative options to
taxis or private transportation services. These
businesses frequently partner with DDD and
Access Link to provide service to consumers.
They provide a convenient way to request and
pay for transportation through a smartphone.

Housmg and Sustenance

Housing Authority of Gloucester County (HAGC)

HAGC provides quality affordable housing opportunities to
those not served adequately by private/unsubsidized organi-
zations in Gloucester County. The County of Gloucester has
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recognized the need and demand for accessible, affordable housing for adults with special needs
and has proposed a housing project to appropriately support this underserved population. The
HAGC has committed to assist in the development, operation, and management of special needs
housing with dedicated space within the proposed facility for supportive services. The HAGC also
administers Section 8 Housing Choice Vouchers which can be used to provide assistance towards
rent and utilities to low income special needs households, making their rent affordable.

The Arc Gloucester

Housing opportunities in residential programs include group homes, medical group homes, and
supervised apartments. Individuals who reside in The Arc Gloucester’s residential programs re-
ceive the necessary support while still having the opportunity to live independently in their home.

ShopRite of Washington Township — Bottino's Family Markets

Bottino’s ShopRite will offer new residents at the future site of Gloucester County Housing Author-
ity’s special needs residential building on the RCSJ Gloucester campus two weeks free delivery
when an online order is placed through the Shop From Home department. Thereafter, Bottino’s
ShopRite will deliver groceries and other sundry purchases for a modest fee.

Athletics and Recreation

While the Academy has been working closely with some of the organizations listed in the Glouces-
ter County area for some time, the Academy is expanding its relationships within Cumberland
County since the opening of the ACT program on the RCS] Cumberland campus.

Special Olympics New Jersey (SONJ)

SON]J maintains an office in the Stephen M. Sweeney Center for Special Services and provides
year-round sports training and athletic competition in a variety of sports for children and adults
with intellectual disabilities. Additionally, SON]J offers other initiatives that enhance the mission
of Special Olympics by offering athletes and community members experiences outside the realm
of traditional Special Olympics sports. These programs further athletes’ capacity to learn life
skills, gain confidence, and grow as individuals, as well as encourage all involved to celebrate
differences and break down barriers. These programs include Young Athletes™, Healthy Athletes,
Camp Shriver, and summer RCS]J week-long sports camp run by students. All program initiatives
are free of charge to participants.

Special Olympics New Jersey Unified Sports

Unified Sports promotes social inclusion through sports where teams are designated with a com-
bination of members with and without intellectual disabilities to build camaraderie and dispense
with preconceived ideas about disabilities. Both RCS] and Rowan University actively participate in
the program as Unified Sports Partners on their respective campuses and collaborate on opportu-
nities for joint events.

Gloucester County Parks & Recreation

County residents are provided with access to open space recreation offering recreational
programs and activities, such as water sports, fishing, concerts, and nature strolls.

Gloucester County DREAM Park

Located in Logan Township, the DREAM Park Therapeutic Riding Center offers horseback riding
and driving lessons to children and adults with a variety of special needs.
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PAWS for People

PAWS for People is a pet therapy organization that provides animal-assisted therapeutic visits to
any person in the community who would benefit from interaction with a well-trained, loving pet.

St. John of God Community Services

St. John of God Community Services offers recreation, leisure, and socialization opportunities

for adults with special needs. Each month from September through June events such as themed
dances, holiday parties, and an annual formal dance, and trips to local venues such as Johnson’s
Family Farm, Brunswick Zone, and Cinemark Theatre are offered in the evening and on weekends.
A number of coworkers, volunteers, and a nurse staff the events, providing supervision and
assistance to those in attendance. Although many events are exclusive to the adult population,
some family-friendly events are held throughout the year as well.

The Arc Gloucester

The Arc Gloucester’s Life-Long Learning programs provide avenues to explore and develop
interests in areas such as fine art, health and wellness, cooking, and performing arts.
Additionally, Camp Sun ‘N Fun offers children and adults with developmental disabilities an
opportunity to enjoy summer recreational activities such as swimming, a nature trail, and
open areas for sports and recreation with an on-site medical facility.

YMCA of Gloucester County

The YMCA of Gloucester County offers a variety of recreational activities such as aquatics and
healthy living classes that focus on exercising and feeding the spirit, mind, and body.

Legal Advocacy Services

Archer, Attorneys at Law — Haddonfield location

Archer’s Disability Law Practice focuses on the needs of those who may be physically or cognitive-
ly disabled due to a variety of causes. Archer attorneys regularly handle guardianship and conser-
vatorship proceedings when incapacity strikes suddenly. They also assist individuals with disabil-
ities in obtaining benefits through available state and federal programs such as Traumatic Brain
Injury Fund, Social Security Disability Insurance, Medicare, and Medicare Part D. In addition,
advice may be offered in long range habilitation planning, appropriate residential, educational
and workplace accommodations, and asset protection for the lifetime care and support of the
person with disabilities through appropriate special needs trust planning.

RCSJ Paralegal Advisory Services

Advisory services will be provided by second year student interns with specialized legal training,
enabling them to gather and analyze facts, perform legal research, and direct students with spe-
cial needs and/or parents/caregivers to appropriate legal resources.

County of Gloucester

Understanding disability law and other federal civil rights regulations can be confusing, often
requiring those seeking legal protections against discrimination or simply hoping for reasonable
accommodations or dispute resolution, in need of help to navigate its myriad of components. As
part of both the legal and the disability community, members of the County legal community can
offer assistance, direction, and guidance in the area of New Jersey disability law and individual
rights under the ADA as well as facilitating access to related legal services to individuals with
special needs.
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Rowan College of South Jersey has a fifty-year history of successful collaboration with local and state
institutions and agencies on a variety of projects resulting in strong alliances. Building off these robust
relationships, a holistic approach will be established for success of the Academy. Partnerships providing
primary and behavioral healthcare, and access to housing, transportation, and sustenance will become

vital components to this multi-faceted program.

Partnerships are the core of the Academy. Partners will work together, allowing processes and goals to align
and lead the Academy to a higher success rate, thus fully serving the special needs community. Through
strong communication, trust and respect, embracing responsibility, accountability and the coordination

of resources and services, the partnerships will be instrumental in the delivery of optimum support and
services for individuals with special needs.
