Prerequisites: Placement through Accuplacer, Decision Zone, and/or Multiple Measures
Introduction to College Reading and English | is an intensive developmental course designed to
provide students with the foundations needed for academic reading and writing. In this
integrated reading and writing course, students develop a range of strategies for reading
different kinds of texts and will practice the stages of the writing process with special focus given
to sentence and paragraph organization and structure. This six credit class meets for seven
hours each week: five hours in a traditional classroom and two in the Developmental Education
Lab (A24).
